All art courses will provide basic art supplies. However, students may purchase additional supplies from the recommended supply list for their personal use as needed. A successful and professional portfolio will require the purchase of selected art materials which meet the individual’s need for personal growth, development, and experimentation. The portfolio can be used for college entrance as well as scholarship opportunities.

Art supplies can be found in large discount stores, Online, and local art supply stores. Please check the yellow pages in the phone book for prices, brands, and availability of items in stock before you purchase.  

Required 
· 2 =  #2 Pencil (HB)
· Flash Drive (1 GB minimum)

· 8 ½ x 11” Sketchbook, preferable spiral bound 

· Large soft white eraser (Magic Rub brand is excellent), kneaded eraser, and hard eraser
· Hand held pencil sharpener
· Portfolio case to hold 18 x 24” paper, which can be made using cardboard or purchased in a range of sizes, colors, and materials
· Plastic pouch to carry and organize materials
Recommended 
· Artist’s pencils: a set of soft sketching pencils can be purchased ranging from 9B – H such as Derwent brand (HB, 2B, and 4B should be in every artist’s toolbox) 
· Design Ebony pencil
· Soft vine charcoal (dark gray)
· Soft willow charcoal (black)

· Conté compressed charcoal (4B or 6B)
· General’s white charcoal pencil

· General’s black charcoal pencils (4B soft and 6B extra soft) 

· 18” metal ruler (with cork back for inking)
· FW black drawing ink and dip pen
· Fine synthetic round brushes, #2, #4, #8, and #10 for water color and acrylic painting
· White bristle bright brushes, #6, #8, #10 for acrylic and oil painting
· White bristle fan brush, size #6 or #8
· Canvas board or Masonite board
· Inexpensive water color set (Prang oval or inexpensive tube set)
· Uni-ball Vision black pen (fine and extra-fine) 
· Illustration or bristol board
· Strathmore watercolor paper 140# cold press
